"At the present, our situation is improving because of the mediation of our ally Desmond Tutu.  We can only hope sanity will prevail with our politicians.

 

"The situation here in Kenya is affection the East African Region because of the violence in the Port of Mombassa (cost of Kenya).

 

"Keep praying for Kenya and the region as a whole.

 

"I have asked LGBTs and Pflag to come to the church service this Sunday if all is well."

"I am in the midst of it"

  

On January 4, 2008, David, a friend of Other Sheep and one of our constant workers with Other Sheep this past July and August, writes:

 

"I am in Kericho, right in the middle of the skirmishes.  There is no transportation available.  At least the cyber is open today and I can take this time to tell you what is exactly happening.  Most of the people are camping out on the ground.  Families are at the police stations.  There are no basic supplies.  We are like refugees.  We are eating stale food.  What is available, the price is too high to purchase.  Our hope is that relief will come soon and that transportation will start up again.  Phone time is up at least 50% and may not even be available at times.

 

"We need an amicable solution.  We have only heard of such violence and read about it in neighboring countries.  Now it is right here.  Let us talk to our government officials to tell them to do what is expected of them.  Let your voice be counted among others:  We want peace and stability."
