Ten years ago, Resolution 1:10 of Lambeth 1998 rejected homosexuality as unscriptural, yet  it included this: 
 
" . . . we commend ourselves to listen to the experience of homosexual people . . . "

Resolution 1:10 raises the following question:  In the intervening ten years, has the Anglican church sought the opportunity "to listen to the experience of homosexual people?"  

 

I suppose Resolution 1:10 could apply to all Christian faiths:  Has the church "listened to the experience of homosexual people? . . . in the last ten years? . . . in the last twenty years? . . . at all?

For the next six weeks (July 4 - August 5),  my partner and I of Other Sheep will be visiting Kenya, Rwanda and Uganda.  We have been invited by three pastors -- two in Kenya:  Rev. Michael Kimindu (Anglican) and Rev. John Makokha (United Methodist Church); and a third pastor in Uganda, Rev. Kiyimba Brown (Pentecostal).
