The Rev. Evelyn Wehling Fulton, who died Sept 19, 2010, served the Presbytery of Giddings-Lovejoy faithfully as Executive Presbyter from 1979-1988 during the important reunion years of the denomination, divided since the Civil War.  
 

In her early years she was a pioneer in the struggle for women's ordination.  Subsequently, she worked to heal the lingering Presbyterian North-South split over slavery.

Evelyn was, throughout her life-long ministry, a consistent advocate of justice and love and opposed the abuse of the Bible to support sexism, slavery and homophobia.  
In her later years, she was a wise, militant ally and co-worker with Other Sheep, serving for many years with Gordon Herzog as co-chair of the board, assisting Other Sheep in its worldwide, multicultural, ecumenical ministry with sexual minorities. I wonder how many of my fellow members of Presbytery are aware of the extent of her vision and ministry and its significance to so many diverse groups.  
 
I still have and proudly wear the red wool sweater with all those "Other Sheep" on it, which she lovingly knit for me many years ago after receiving my coming-out letter in January, 1989.  Her support encouraged me in my research and theological writing ministry, as well as the continuing expansion and well-being of Other Sheep.  We will always remember her enthusiasm, commitment and wise leadership in her many years as member and co-chair of the Other Sheep board.

THE REV. EVLYN WEHLING FULTON, Executive Presbyter of the Presbytery of Giddings-Lovejoy from 1979-1988, Temporary Pastor of Northminster from 1997-1998 and continuing Friend of and Worshipper at Northminster, died at her home in Delmar Garden Villas North on Sunday, September 19.  
      Evlyn was ordained March 19, 1978, but her ministry began in 1949, before women were ordained in the Presbyterian Church in 1956.  
      Throughout her long ministry, Evlyn served many institutions, organizations and judicatories at many levels in many capacities: Chatham College, Pittsburgh-Xenia Theological Seminary, Ramses College for Women in Cairo, Egypt, Commission on Ecumenical Relations, Synod of the Rocky Mountains, General Council [PC(USA)], Presbytery of Seattle, and Princeton and Eden Theological Seminaries. 
      She served as a member of many Boards of Trustees, received Distinguished Alumnae Awards from Chatham College and Pittsburgh Theological Seminary, and was named one of fifty Ageless St. Louisians.      
      Evlyn was a tireless advocate for mission, ecumenical cooperation, women's rights, and gender equality; and she was an encouraging mentor to many people engaged in diverse ministries.  Her ministry involved travel to over 40 countries.  
      Northminster gives thanks for the gift of her life and extends its sympathy and prayers to her family, friends and all whose lives were touched by hers.  A memorial service will be held October 31, 2:00 PM at Northminster Presbyterian Church.

Fulton, Rev. Evlyn Wehling Died September 19, 2010. She was born March 20, 1923 in Bellevue, PA, the only child of the late Elsie (Wehling) and Rev. Charles Fulton. She received a B.A. degree in history and music from Chatham College (1944); an MBA from Carnegie Mellon University (1946); and an MRA from Pittsburgh-Xenia Theological Seminary (1949). She served the Presbyterian Church as Registrar, Chatham College; Registrar and Director of Admissions, Pittsburgh-Xenia Theological Seminary; Teacher, Ramses College for Women (Cairo, Egypt); Secretary-Treasurer, Women's General Missionary Society of Pittsburgh; Area Secretary of Women's Program, Commission of Ecumenical Mission and Relations; Stewardship Consultant, Rocky Mountain Synod; Executive Presbyter, Giddings Lovejoy Presbytery (St. Louis); Coordinator of Governing Body Relations, PCUSA (Louisville); Interim Executive Presbyter of Seattle; and Interim Pastor, Northminster Presbyterian Church (St. Louis). She was one of the first women to be ordained in the Presbyterian Church, USA (1978). She served on Boards of Trustees of Beirut (Lebanon) University; Presbyterian College (Marshall, MO); Shelton Jackson College (Sitka, Alaska); Presbyterian Foundation, PCUSA; St. Luke's Hospital (St. Louis); Presbyterian Episcopal Foundation for the Aging; Thompson Center; Doorways. She received many honors and awards and traveled in more than 40 countries. Survivors include many women clergy whom she mentored; her cousins, Ann Fulton Tobin (St. Clairsville PA); William Tobin (PA); and Wendy Meir (Chicago); and a myriad of friends and associates.
